GENERAL RULES

[bookmark: _GoBack]1.	Open Class Exhibits do not have to be pre-entered but can by contacting the Extension Office. All exhibits, must be entered between 7:00 a.m. and 10:00 a.m. Wednesday, July 8. Except Livestock.
2.	Hanging exhibits must be ready to hang by substantial hangers, not just string and tape. If not ready to hang, exhibits will not be judged.
3.	Release time is 10 a.m. on Saturday, July 11. 
4.	Open Class or Pee Wee division livestock including poultry and rabbits do not have to stay on the grounds. They must be entered or checked in prior to that species show.

5.	All exhibits must be made by the exhibitor and not entered in a previous Clark County Fair. The Clark County Fair Board is not responsible for exhibits on display.
7.	Open class exhibitors must fill out a complete mailing address on the entry card to have premium check mailed to them.



LIVESTOCK
Animals that are shown in the 4-H division may not be shown in the Open Class division. 
Exception is Pee Wee division. 
The same animal may be shown by a non-4-Hers with or without the help of a 4-H’er.

OPEN CLASS CLOTHING & TEXTILES

1.	Articles will not be accepted if stained or soiled.
2.	All exhibits must be entered between 7:00 a.m. and 10:00 a.m. on Wednesday, July 8
3.	Five entries per class per entrant.
4.	Articles will be judged on general appearance, design, material, workmanship, assembly stitches, finish (right and wrong sides).
5.	Best of show will be given in Quilts, Clothing & Textiles if deemed worthy by the judge.  Blue, red, & white awards will be given at judge’s discretion.
6.	Place class number and class name on the entry card.  Youth 11 & under may enter by adding a “YJ” after the class number on the entry card; youth 12-17 may enter by adding “YS” after class number.  Adults (18-74) should place an “A” after the class number on the entry card, and Seniors (75 and older) should add an “S” after the class number.  Commercially quilted and professionals must add “C/P” after the class number.
7.	Commercially quilted means that the exhibitor constructed the top, and hired another person or group to machine quilt or hand quilt the top.
8.	Professional means one who teaches quilting or makes a practice of selling labor or completed works. **Any quilt hired to be quilted must be entered in this category.**
9.	A sleeve for hanging is recommended for display purposes.  The sleeve should be at least 4” to allow for hanging.

WOOD SCIENCE

1. The plan from which it was constructed must be with the article exhibited. 
2. The use of materials other than wood should be kept to a minimum. 
3. Projects that have unsecured glass, i.e., glass shelves, glass top of a coffee table, etc., should not be brought to the fair. Glass that is secured in the project, i.e., glass front of a gun case or cabinet, etc., is permissible since it cannot be easily removed.
5. The entry card, plans and all other paperwork should be secured to the project.
6. In judging woodwork articles, consideration will be given to Workmanship, including accuracy to the plan, design, choice of wood, suitability and quality of finish; usefulness.
7. Firearms and weapons are not to be entered.
